Namekagon River Trips

Add a GPS to your River frip and find Treasure

2. Trout Run Landing to our dock - 2 Hours
$35/Kayak $40/Canoe $45 Tandem Kayak

3. Phipps Landing to our dock - 3 Hours
$35/Kayak $45/Canoe or Tandem Kayak

4. Larsen Landing to our dock - 4 Hours

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Namekagon River Trips

#1 Explore Hayward Lake

Take off from Hayward Ouffitters’ kayak dock right
on Hayward Lake. This 247 acre lake is great for
padding, exploring and fishing. Check out the
Lumberjack stadium. Great fishing. 2 Hours.

#2 Trout Run to our Dock

Start north of Hayward at Trout Run Landing and
paddle the 5 river miles down to our dock. You will
enjoy class 1 moving water in the river. Hayward
Lake starts as you go under the Hwy 77 Bridge.
Once on the lake, explore the Lake and take note
of the active eagles nest on the island near the City
Park. Eagles, Osprey, Otters, Deer, Bear, Beaver
and Black Squirrels are all common sightings on
this trip. Stop for lunch at the Hayward City Beach
Park. Aim for the Old Water Tower and you will find
our Kayak Dock. Take out river left. This trip takes 2
hours if you paddle siraight through to maybe 3+
hours of leisure and exploring. 4 hour max.

#3 Phipps Landing to our Dock

2.5 river miles north of Trout Run is the Phipps
landing. This trip begins with a flat water paddle
across the Phipps flowage. The channel is well
defined as you paddle through the flowage back
to a big beautiful wetland area. The exit may not
be obvious but will be to the southeast. (A map will
be provided). Soon you will hear the rapids and
see the elevation change in front of you. The white
water chute is runable right into the small waves at
the bottom or you can portage on the right. After
the chute exit left or run aground on the sandbar. 5
hour max.

#4 Larsen Landing to our Dock

3.3 River miles north of Phipps Landing is Larsen
Landing. | saw an ichthyology class take 18 large
brown trout out from under the bridge here at the
landing. This run down to Phipps is fun, fast and
beautiful. Read trips 1-3 for downstream info. 6
hour max.

#5 Cable Wayside to Larsen

This frip is Jim'’s favorite. This stretch of river is very
intimate. You make 100 decisions as to which way
to go around 100 islands. You paddle through
Pacwawong Lake, beautiful and full of wild rice. At
the end of the lake is a white water chute that you
can run or portage around. This section is class 1-2
moving water. This trip takes 2.5-3.5 hours. Take out
on river left before the bridge. Count on 4-5 hours
including shuttle time. This is a double shuttle trip
so is more expensive. 5 hour max.

#6 Hayward to Stinnett

The put in is at the DNR Canoe Landing just south of
our store on Hwy 27 S. 8.4 river miles downriver will
be the Stinnett Landing. Take out River right. This
section is class 1 moving water. This trip takes 2.5-
3.0 hours if you paddle straight through to maybe
4-5 hours of leisure and exploring. 5 hour max.

#7 Stinnett to Springbrook

Want a little more excitement? At the Stinnett put
in, the river narrows forming a chute and class 1-2
rapids and whirlpool. As you continve
downstream, the river narrows and quickens with
many more Class 1-2 rapids. Watch for the main
channel, since smaller channels may become
shallow or blocked. Beware of the steep and often
slippery stairs at Springbrook Landing. The 7.8 river
miles between Stinnett and Springbrook are a blast!
Moving water paddling experience is required. This
trip takes 3.5-4.5 hours with shuttle time. We have
to move boats 2 times so this tip is more
expensive. If you have vehicles we can work
something out on pricing. 4 hour max.

Chippewa Flowage
#8 CC North to Treelands

Paddle canoes or transitional Kayaks on our
premier Chippewa Flowage. We provide the gear,
maps and a GPS. Start on the west side of the
flowage, work your way down and under CC. The
Landing bar and grill is there if you want to stop and
take a break. Continue east into the east side.

Find the geocache on Ghost Island. Find your way
through the maze of islands to your destination,
Treeland Resort with a full bar and grill. Call for pick
up. Guides are available for a fee.

Paddlers Checklist

Dress in layers; wicking, warmth and weather.

Water shoes, not flip flops. Sunscreen,

hat, sunglasses, waterproof camera, snacks,
water bottle, paddling gloves, compass,
whistle, river knife. Keys, wallet, iPod, MP3,

cell phone in dry bag. Towel and

dry clothes. Prescription medications. Cotton
is not recommended for paddling, especially
Jeans, it retains moisture and takes too long

to dry.
